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INTRODUCTORY REMARKS 
The family tree included within this document was compiled from extensive information provided by Dr. 
Lewis Yunginger, Lloyd Hassel, and Frank Yunginger.  I've also received clarification and confirmation of 
some items from Carl Yunginger and Norman E. Yuninger.  Dorothy (Dot) Sheaffer, who lived in 
Strasburg, provided many details and family stories regarding Catherine Graham's branch of the tree as 
well as the photos of John and Dorothy. 
 
It is interesting to visit Longenecker's Reformed Mennonite Church cemetery in Strasburg and discover 
the grave sites of many of our ancestors.  A good many Yungingers and Grahams are buried there.  
Interestingly, there is an Ellis Yunginger (1884-1939)  buried next to John but I have no record or 
information on an Ellis Yunginger.   
 
In addition to adding new names, I'm interested in any details regarding birth dates, death dates, occupa-
tions, and locations where these people grew up or presently make their homes.  I'd also be interested in 
hearing any "family stories" which tell us something about our ancestors.  I will include these in the tree 
where the names appear. 
 
I intend to continue to extend the branches of this tree and to publish updates on a regular basis.  I'm 
especially interested in trying to learn more about our ancestors in Germany. If you have any information 
to add to any of the branches of the family tree, please call me at (717) 285-2436 or feel free to write to 
me at the following address:

ABOUT THE COAT OF ARMS ON THE COVER 
The coat of arms on the cover was provided by Patrick Junginger of Iowa.  Pat tells me that most people 
he’s met who are German pronounce his name with the “J” sounding like a “Y”.  It is apparent that, in 
Germany, our family was the Junginger family.  The script on the coat of arms is in an old German dialect 
which Patrick had translated by a Mr. Bernhard Junginger in Cologne.  Patrick’s family ancestors came 
from the Heidenheim area of Germany and would appear to be our ancestors as well. There is reference 
in the script to a “Junginger book of Family Shields”.  I’m trying to get more information on that.  The coat 
of arms script reads as follows: 

 
The Junginger Coat of Arms is included in the Great Junginger Coat of Arms collection, in 
Volume 4, page 15.  It is of this branch of an old Upper Swabian family from the area of 
Ulm (Alb).  The coat of arms is divided in the center and shows in the lower red portion, a 
silver lily which signifies the Wisdom and Strength of the original ancestor.  The upper 
silver portion shows a red vigilant dog, wearing a gold collar symbolizing Faith and 
Vigilance of the Ancestor and his family.  Above the helmet this dog is shown again.  Both 
sides of the Coat of Arms are done in silver and red to indicate the Boldness and Virtue of 
the Ancestor. 

The Coat of Arms for the Hesse-Darmstadt area of Germany is shown below.  The arms of 
Darmstadt are based on the old seals of the city which already showed a lion and a fleur-de-lis.  
The lion is the lion of the counts of Katxenelnbogen.  The fleur-de-lis is a very common symbol for 
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towns and villages in this former country.  On top of the shield the Grand-Ducal coronet of Hessen 
may be placed 
 
In former times the partition line was covered by a fess, on which were placed silver balls.  This 
was supposedly derived from the arms of the oldest Lords of Darmstadt (13-15th century).  In 
1479, the town and surrounding area, being part of Katzenelnbogen, became part of Hessen.  The 
present arms were granted in 1917 and the colors were based on those on a stone dating from 
the 15th century. 
 

 
 

 
SOME INTERESTING BACKGROUND INFORMATION 
I've taken advantage of the ability to search things "world-wide" using the Internet.  Simply going to 
GOOGLE.COM and typing in "Yunginger" will yield hundreds of pages of "hits". Most of the matches relate 
to published articles by or about John Yunginger (my cousin) who is a world-renowned researcher in 
allergies.  John is a fellow at the Mayo Clinic in Minnesota.  Diligence, however, allowed me to discover 
Yunginger's in Chile (there is at least one street named "Yunginger" in Frutillar in Chile), Iowa, South 
Dakota (read about Jim Yunginger's cabinetry business at http://www.southbrookcabinetry.com/who.htm) 
and many other places.   
 
A gentleman named Martin Junginger lives in Germany and has a web page in which he discusses his 
efforts to construct the Juninger/Junginger family tree.  Martin's web address is http://home.t-
online.de/home/Martin.Juninger/.  Martin indicates there are over 1100 telephone numbers in Germany for 
the Junginger name so tracing things is difficult.  He notes the "Junginger" name indicates we have 
ancestors in the Jungingen region in the German province of Ulm.   And that the Jungingen's originally 
came from the family name "Jungo" sometime between 1200 and 1215.  I have tried to Email Martin for 
additional information but have received no reply. 
 
Also, in a description of one of the battles of the Napoleonic wars 
(http://www.napoleonicminiatureswargame.com/haslach.html) , there is discussion of a battle at 
Jungingen.   

Haslash-Jungingen : After Action Report 
It was about noon on October 11, 1805 when GD Dupont started to move his Division into 
Haslach, a village east of Ulm. He was under orders to attack Ulm and destroy the Austrian 
rear guard that was there. He was shocked when his scouts advised him that there was well 
over 20,000 troops in Ulm, including several regiments of cavalry. 

Dupont thought that if he withdrew the Austrians would know his Division was alone. He 
decided on a bold plan of action. He ordered GB Rouyer to deploy in front of Ulm to harass 
the enemy and to fall back at the first sign of serious opposition. GB Marchand was to move 
to the east of Jungingen and await further orders. GD Sahuc was to remain just west of 
Haslach. Dupont would move to a position further west so he could observe as much as 
possible. 
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THE TOWN OF JUNGINGEN 
There is a town named Jungingen located in southern Germany. For current information about the 
town of Jungingen you can visit http://www.gemeinde-jungingen.de.

Jungingen (in Germany) 

 
 I've managed to translate (sort of) the information on the "history of Jungingen" page on the web site.  A 
summary of that translation follows. 

In the 4th century, a clan named "Jungo" acquired land in southern Germany as a place of residence.  The 
town of Jungingen was first documented in 1075.  There was a castle belonging to the nobility of 
Jungingen which stood 1 kilometer south of the village.  Around 1278, castle control was assumed by the 
Maltese Knight's order and, subsequently, in 1300 came under control of Count Eberhard von 
Wurttemberg.  It was ultimately destroyed in a "towns war" with Reutlingern.  At that time the village was 
also burned down.  In 1473, Jungingen was settled anew.  The most significant bearers of the Jungingen 
name were Grand Master's brothers of the German order of Knights -- Konrad von Jungingen and Ulrich 
von Jungingen. 
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Under Konrad (1393-1407), the order in Prussia flourished.  Ulrich fell in 1410 in the "battle of fir 
mountain". 

Over time, Jungingen evolved as a farming village and craftsman's town until the rise of the industrial 
revolution in the late 1840's.  The craftsman early focus was on wood goods and eventually grew to 
include leather (whips) and textiles as tradesmen ventured into the area.  With the industrialization, trades 
grew to include fine mechanics. In 1852, Ludwig Bosch founded a scale making factory  (a gentleman 
named Hahn had apprenticed in Onstmettingen to learn the art of pendulum making).  In 1850 there were 
850 local inhabitants of Jungingen. One hundred years later the population had grown to 1200 and today it 
is approximately 1500 people.   

Jungingen, a small city in the Baden-Wuerttemberg province of Germany, lies in the midst of a very scenic 
valley named "Killer's Valley".  Less than one tenth of the region is farmed and half of the remaining space 
is forest or wooded area.  There are numerous footpaths and trails that invite exploration of the area. 

THE SITUATION IN GERMANY IN THE 1840'S 
In the late 1840's the industrial revolution exploded in Germany and many people, mostly farmers, were 
transferred to work in the cities since high unemployment otherwise was untenable. The working 
conditions in the cities were degrading and the workers were often expected to work up to 16 hours a day.  
This situation generalized in Europe and culminated in 1848 with strikes, disorder and revolutions. This 
atmosphere brought forth the communist manifesto of  Carl Marx; the instability found in Germany was 
found throughout all of Europe. A climate of political and economic changes resulted in a great migration 
of European families toward territories in North America, Brazil and Argentina. 

YUNGINGER'S IN CHILE 
During some research using the web I've discovered there is a history of Yungingers in Chile and I have 
received some Emails from Chris Yunginger who lives there.  There is also at least one street or road 
having the Yunginger name.  For example, I found reference to a hotel named "Piscis" located on "S. 
Yunginger 121". If you'd like to visit there the phone number is given as "(65) 42 1250".  The web site 
listing available hotels and "cabanas" is at http://www.region10.cl/hoteles/hotelesfrutillar.htm. It's clear at 
least some of our ancestors migrated to Chile. 

In the "History and Legends" page on the Frutillar web site, the following description appears:  

Soon after the first 47 German Families arrived in the country by disposition of then-president of 
the Republic, Mr. Manuel Montt on the 23rd of November, 1865, the village of El Frutillar was 
officially founded and today some 5000 inhabitants live there… Frutillar was an important lake link 
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between Puerto Montt and Ososrno and this contributed to its rapid commercial and industrial 
growth and development….Frutillar offers important cultural events…. The German Colonial 
Museum was constructed in 1972 to pay homaage to the brave German immigrants who arrived 
to these desolate latitiudes and gave origin to choral activities with the creation of the mixed choir 
"Jacob Junginger." 

YUNGINGER'S DURING THE CIVIL WAR 
20th New York,, "Der Turner Soldat (The Turner Soldier)," by C. Eugene Miller Ph.D. & Forrest F. 
Steinlage L.S., Calmar Publications, Louisville, KY, 1988. The "Turner" name is derived from the 
German word for "gymnast" and the exercise club or athletic facility where they went for workouts 
was called a "Turnverein". The "blurb" on the inside of the book's dust cover says in part: "In 1861, 
the New York Turnverein organized the 20th New York Volunteer Regiment, the United Turner 
Rifles. The regiment was composed of officers and enlisted men from several Turnverein in the 
east. In two years, it fought several major battles at Hatteras Inlet, Chickahominy River, Savage's 
Station, White Oak Swamp, Malvern Hill, South Mountain, Antietam, Fredericksburg and 
Chancellorsville. A detailed account of the regiment's activities during the war has not been 
written." The book contains the roster of Company B, Turner Rifles; there were 64 privates at their 
first muster (among them my grandfather George Junginger, later changed to English spelling 
"Yunginger"). Only 38 of them survived to be mustered out. (thanks to Tom Cantrall - 
[tomcatt@pacbell.net]) 

SOURCE OF THE YUNGINGER NAME? 
There is a good chance that the Yunginger family had its roots in the area first settled by the 
Jungo clan in southern Germany during the 4th century.  The town of Jungingen ultimately was 
formed and named after descendants of this clan.  Looking at a portion of a map of the German 
Empire around 1800, you can see that many towns have names that end with the letters "ingen" 
(see underlined town names in the map portion below):  
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The town of Jungingen, with approximately 500 inhabitants, was too small to appear on this map. 

I've tried to break down the Junginger surname using information from studies done on German 
word formation.  My conclusion is that the root word was "Jung" (based on the original clan name 
of "Jungo").  Town names often ended up with two appended suffixes -- "ing" and "en" (the 
German language is notorious for forming long words by concatenating suffixes) as shown in the 
above map. 

Today, there are thousands of Junginger's in Germany and over 1100 entries for the name in the 
German phone book.  Johan Jacob Junginger reportedly left Germany from the area near 
Heidenheim .  I'd like to think that, ultimately, his ancestors can be traced back to the small town 
of Jungingen in what is today the Baden-Wuerttemberg  province in southwestern Germany. 

Around the time of the industrial revolution, some of our ancestors fled Germany to avoid 
conscription (government-driven forced labor in factories).  Some migrated to Chile and some to 
the United States.  The first letter "J" of the Junginger name is pronounced like a "Y" in English 
and so was changed to a "Y" when our ancestors settled here.  According to a German 
acquanitance of mine, "someone who comes from Jungingen" would be referred to as "a 
Junginger."

John Yunginger came to the United States in 1851 from the Hessee Darmstadt Province near 
Heidenheim, Germany.  Reportedly, John fled Germany to avoid conscription.  John, the son of Johan 
Jakob Junginger and Dorothea Schiele, was born on September 28, 1825.  In Germany, he learned the 
blacksmith trade and he continued that trade for many years after arriving in the United States.  He either 
entered the country at the port of Philadelphia or eventually made his way to that city where, upon sharing 
his religious beliefs with some locals was told he ‘thinks just like a Mennonite’ and so he relocated to 
Lancaster County) 
   
Dorothy Gebhardt was born in Germany on November 18, 1829, near Stuttgart.  Her parents were born in 
WWüürrtttteemmbbeerrgg..    DDoorrootthhyy and her daughter, Catherine, came to the United States in 1853 (a year after John 
arrived). John set up a blacksmithing business in New Providence and, after some years, purchased a 
property (later owned by John Munson) near the Strasburg resevoir.  After some years, John took up 
farming and continued blacks-
mithing in Strasburg.  The barn 
still stands (go south on South 
Decatur Street about 2 miles then 
turn left on Reservoir Road).  
 
After retiring from blacksmithing 
he continued  farming for several 
years.  After retiring from farming, 
John and Dorothy moved to the 
house on the Strasburg square 
where Messner's Store was locat-
ed (now "The Creamery" Ice 
Cream Parlor).  In 1913, John and 
Dorothea moved to the home of 
his daughter and son-in-law, 
George and Catherine Graham. 
John died on May 26, 1915.  
Dorothy died on March 22, 1922.  
At the time of John's death, he 
was survived by seven children, 
64 grandchildren, and 45 great 
grandchildren.  Dorothy and John 
were members of Longenecker's 
Reformed Mennonite Church in 
Strasburg and are buried in the 
church cemetery.  
 
In addition to Catherine, John and 
Dorothy had seven other children:  
Emma, Jacob, John, Christian, 
Ben, Mary, and David.  As of  
2004, the Yunginger family is in to 
its eighth generation in the United 
States.

  One hundred descendants are left by Mrs. Dorothy 
Yunginger, aged 93, who died Tuesday night at the home 
of her daughter, Mrs. George Graham, Paradise township.  
Death was due to a complication of diseases and general 
infirmities due to her extreme age.  Mrs. Yunginger was 
born in Germany in 1829 but came to this country sixty-
nine years ago.  She has been a county resident for many 
years, and was the oldest member of the Reformed 
Mennonite church of that township. 

  Among the survivors are eight sons and daughters, sixty-
four grandchildren, and twenty-eight great grandchildren.
